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REGULATION
for the organization of experiments conducted by international collaborations 
using the capabilities of the JINR basic facilities
The Regulation for the organization of experiments conducted by international collaborations at the basic facilities of the Joint Institute for Nuclear Research (JINR) is a local regulatory enactment of this Institute which determines the conditions and procedure for the association of academic and research institutions of JINR Member States and non-Member States in international collaborations to carry out experiments using the capabilities of the JINR basic facilities (hereinafter –– the Regulation).
1. Terms, definitions, abbreviations
JINR, the Institute –– the Joint Institute for Nuclear Research –– is an international intergovernmental scientific research organization acting as the host party of an experiment. JINR may be a participant of an experiment being represented by one or more of its Laboratories. 
Basic facilities of JINR are the research infrastructure complexes which are in operation at JINR and provide resources (particle beams, computing facilities, etc.) for carrying out fundamental, innovative, applied and methodological studies. 
International Collaboration, Collaboration is an association on contractual basis of two or more Collaborating Institutions.
Collaborating Institution is a scientific and educational institution, a research institute, a Laboratory of JINR acting on behalf of JINR, etc. which associates on a voluntary basis with other institutions of the kind in order to carry out experiments using resources of the JINR basic facilities.
Experiment is the research work (fundamental, innovative, applied, methodological studies, etc.) organized in accordance with the project of an experiment.
Project of an Experiment, Experiment Project is a document developed in accordance with the Rules for the preparation of research projects at JINR.
Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) is a document prepared by an International Collaboration after the approval of its Experiment Project in accordance with the rules adopted at JINR, which fixes agreement between the participants of the experiment and is signed by JINR as host Institute with each Collaborating Institution in the experiment (see more detailed description in Section 5 of the Regulation).
Equipment is the detectors, apparatus, other devices and instruments intended for use in an experiment.
2. General provisions
2.1. Attaching great importance to research of high scientific merit within the scope of the Institute’s science themes, with a view to increasing the effectiveness of international cooperation and uniting the efforts of specialists from various scientific and educational institutions and research institutes, JINR shall facilitate experiments conducted by International Collaborations with the use of the capabilities of the Institute’s basic facilities in the manner provided by this Regulation.
2.2. Subject to observance of the Institute’s Rules for the preparation of research projects, JINR shall enable international collaborations to conduct experiments at JINR on the basis of separate agreements –– Memorandums of Understanding.

2.3. The procedure for the interaction between JINR as host Institute and an International Collaboration and its individual members shall be defined by this Regulation.

3. Parties and their representatives
3.1. The following shall be the parties participating in the preparation and conduct of experiments at the JINR basic facilities:
– JINR as host Institute;

– International Collaboration;

– Collaborating Institutions, members of the Collaboration.

3.2. Each party shall have representatives to JINR as host Institute acting in accordance with their official powers fixed by this Regulation.
3.3. Each Collaborating party shall identify its group of participants in the experiment and shall appoint its leader. Participants of these groups shall have the status of specialists invited by JINR for official purposes, in accordance with the Agreement between the Government of the Russian Federation and the Joint Institute for Nuclear Research on the Location and Terms of Activity of JINR in the Russian Federation. The group leader shall represent the Collaborating Institution in its relationship with JINR as host Institute. JINR Laboratories may be represented in an International Collaboration by a joint group whose head shall be appointed by the JINR Director.

3.4. An International Collaboration at JINR shall be represented by its Spokesperson elected by the Collaboration in accordance with its internal procedures. For the duration of his duties, the Collaboration Spokesperson shall normally hold a full-time position at JINR. If it is impossible for the Spokesperson to stay permanently at JINR, during his absence the Collaboration shall appoint a contact person located at JINR by granting him the relevant powers.

3.5. Information support for an experiment shall be provided by the JINR Science Organization and International Cooperation Office.
4. Procedure for the preparation of an experiment by an International Collaboration
4.1. The preparation of an experiment by an International Collaboration at the initial stage shall be carried out in accordance with the Rules for the preparation of research projects at JINR. If necessary, a Letter of Intent shall be prepared at this stage.

4.2. The project of the experiment endorsed by the relevant Programme Advisory Committee of JINR and by the Scientific Council of JINR shall be approved by the JINR Director and included in the JINR Topical Plan for Research and International Cooperation as a separate institutional project.
4.3. After approval of the project, the International Collaboration shall prepare a Memorandum of Understanding with detailed agreements between the parties to the experiment. 
4.4. By signing the MoU, the Collaborating Institutions shall accept its provisions.
4.5. If necessary, the International Collaboration shall prepare a technical design report for the experiment describing the main engineering and technical solutions for all the subsystems of its equipment. The technical design report shall be approved in the same order as the Experiment Project. 
5. Memorandum of Understanding
5.1. A Memorandum of Understanding is a bilateral or multilateral agreement providing for the principles and conditions for the establishment of an International Collaboration and participation in it, as well as the conditions and procedure of an experiment using the capabilities of the JINR basic facilities capabilities.
5.2. The MoU shall include: 

– list of the Collaborating Institutions; 

– general provisions; 

– financial rules and arrangements, liabilities; 

– time schedule of work;

– obligations and responsibilities of the Collaboration participants to comply with the rules and standards of labour protection, radiation and nuclear safety, sanitary requirements, and fire safety at JINR; 

– terms of the ownership of exclusive rights to intellectual property, the rights and obligations of the Collaboration participants on the legal protection and use of intellectual property created during the experiment;
– the term for which the Collaboration is established.
5.3. The MoU may include:
– internal rules of the Collaboration including the procedure for electing its Spokesperson;

– organizational structure of the Collaboration including responsible persons (technical coordinator, data analysis coordinator, etc.);

– conditions for the establishment and operation of a Financial Control Committee;

– terms of supply, installation (dismantling) and release of the equipment and its usage.

5.4. Unless otherwise specified, the MoU shall remain in force until the JINR Director, in coordination with the Spokesperson, has announced the experiment completed.

5.5. Upon completion of the experiment, a separate document shall determine the future of the equipment used in it, being property of the Collaborating Institutions. 

5.6. The MoU is not a legally binding document, but its signatories realize that the success of their International Collaboration depends on the strict fulfillment of the obligations stipulated in it. 

6. Obligations of JINR as host Institute
6.1. JINR as host Institute shall provide free of charge, except for the cases stipulated by the MoU, the use by the Collaboration of the capabilities of such administrative subdivisions as the Science Organization and International Cooperation Office, the Finance and Economy Office, the Human Resources and Innovation Development Office, the Chief Engineer’s Office, etc.
6.2. On the same terms, the JINR Laboratories shall provide, in consultation with their management and as stipulated by the MoU, their services for the installation, transfer and dismantling of equipment, implementation of orders for mechanical and other types of work, office premises with standard furniture, power supply, telephone and computer communications, temporary storage facilities, computing resources, etc.
6.3. For the duration of an experiment, JINR shall provide experimental area and control rooms for the equipment and staff. The experimental area and control rooms shall be connected to standard power sources (electricity, water, heating, cooling, telephone, Ethernet, etc.).
6.4. The installation (assembly) of the equipment supplied by the Collaborating Institutions may be carried out by JINR as host Institute with participation of representatives of the relevant groups on the terms specified by the MoU. The premises for the manufacture, assembly and testing of the equipment delivered by the Collaborating Institutions, as well as test beams shall be provided for the experiment by JINR for a limited period of time.
6.5. JINR as host Institute shall agree that the computers and peripheral devices belonging to the Collaboration and its members and required for its experiments may be connected to the Institute’s information and computing network in accordance with the rules adopted at JINR, provided that their parameters and safety standards are compatible.
6.6. JINR as the host Institute shall allocate time at beam lines of the JINR basic facilities in accordance with the research project and the MoU, time for testing prototypes and calibrating equipment elements, access to the systems for monitoring the intensity of particle currents and beams and their characteristics (intensity, spill duration, polarization, etc.), access to the systems of accumulation, storage and distribution of data obtained by the Collaboration.
6.7. An International Collaboration may establish a fund for the support and performance of its experiment (General Fund). The General Fund resources shall be of dedicated nature and shall be used in accordance with the MoU.
6.8. JINR as host Institute shall deposit into its bank account the General Fund resources of an International Collaboration, as well as, at the request of any Collaborating Institution, the dedicated funds of this Institution (Team account funds) intended to fulfill its obligations for the project.
6.9. The JINR Accounting Department as a subdivision of the host Institute shall maintain separate accounting of the receipt and use of the resources of the General Funds and Team Accounts of Collaborating Institutions, as well as separate access to the financial data on these resources, on the terms stipulated by the MoU.
6.10. JINR shall not bear the employer’s responsibility with respect to scientists and specialists of the other participants in an International Collaboration.

6.11. By an institutional order, JINR shall appoint an employee from its staff to be responsible for safety in the preparation and performance of the experiment, as well as to keep record of the actual involvement of the experiment participants in work with harmful occupational factors.
7. General obligations of Collaborating Institutions
7.1. All the participants of experiments shall be obliged to comply with the requirements for conducting experiments at the JINR basic facilities. JINR shall appoint responsible persons to brief them on the rules and regulations applicable at JINR for admission to work and for coordination and interaction between the Collaboration participants and the structural units of the Institute.
The rules applicable at JINR shall apply to the employees of Collaborating Institutions located in the territory of JINR. The Collaborating Institutions shall ensure the fulfilment of these rules by their members.
7.2. A Collaborating Institution shall be responsible for the import of the delivered equipment and its export in accordance with the current legislation of the Russian Federation and the rules adopted at JINR. JINR as the host Institution shall provide logistical support for this. The delivered equipment must comply with the JINR technical standards and requirements.
7.3. The equipment for the experiment shall be in temporary use of the Collaboration participants on the terms of the MoU until the experiment is completed. The equipment shall be accompanied by appropriate documentation, operating instructions and information on the potential risks that it can cause. The Collaborating Institution as the owner of the equipment and JINR may conclude an agreement on the transfer of ownership of this equipment.

7.4. The Collaborating Institutions shall have a shared responsibility to maintain the experimental equipment operational and to conduct research under the project as well as to provide the resources required for the experiment.

7.5. The Collaborating Institutions shall not incur obligations to each other for any loss or damage of the equipment related to the course of the experiment except in cases specifically stipulated by the MoU.

7.6. The scientific results obtained in course of the experiment shall be published only with the consent of all authors, reference to JINR being obligatory.
8. Amendments and additions to the Regulation
The Regulation shall enter into force on the date of its approval by the JINR Director. Amendments and additions to the Regulation may be made on the basis of proposals from the Member States, the Science and Technology Council, the Programme Advisory Committees and the Scientific Council of JINR, taking into account the experience gained by the operating International Collaborations.
9. Settlement of disagreements
In case of disagreements within an International Collaboration or between a Collaboration and JINR which cannot be settled through compromise, the JINR Director, the Spokesperson of the Collaboration or the representative of the Collaborating Institution shall have the right to apply to the Chairman of the Committee of Plenipotentiaries of the Governments of the JINR Member States to help resolve the disagreements.
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
